There
were food shortages. Large areas of land had been made unusable because of
chemical weapons.

Despite this, Iraq still came out of the war with 1 million men in the armed 5
forces, 500 aircraft and 5500 tanks. Iraq’s dream of dominating the region had
not been abandoned.
