Credit could be given for description of:

Age: no difference, different factors relevant at different ages.

Gender: generally no difference, 80% of men/women satisfied with life (Inglehart,
1990).

Race/Culture: large differences found, 10% very happy in Portugal and 40% very
happy in Netherlands (Inglehart, 1990), collectivist and individualist cultures.
Money: correlation of 0.67 between national wealth and well being, correlation of
0.12 between income and happiness.

e Traits of happy people: self esteem, optimism, extraversion.
¢ Benefits of relationships; higher positive affect when with others, those with more
friends are happier (Umberson, 1988).
o Work satisfaction and flow; Csikszentmihalyi research.
¢ Religion; religious people report higher levels of happiness (Poloma and Pendleton,
1990).
