In dealing with lack of transport and
communications answers might consider the relative
slow pace of settlement of the West in an era reliant
mainly on travel by horse.

Answers might consider the disproportionately rapid
pace of settlement in areas well served by new roads
and canals and (later) railroads.

Answers might also consider that where the ‘pull’ was
strong enough e.g. the California Gold Rush, settlers
overcame difficulties of transportation.

In dealing with environmental factors answers
might consider the challenges faced by settlers
journeying West and establishing viable homesteads
during this period, leading to many fatalities and
others giving up.

Answers might consider that the most attractive areas
such as California were those with favourable
environments, and that the most challenging (e.g.
South West deserts) were generally opened up late.
Answers might also, however, consider that
developments in transport and communications
enabled settlers to overcome natural barriers such as
the Appalachian Mountains.
